Thanks to the hard working trustee
committee and others much has been
accomplished the last two months. As
the building @ was readied for the fall, the senior high
room had a bulletin board and white board reinstalled
and the sink line unplugged. Rooms were cleaned and
organized. Surplus furniture was donated. The stained
glass piece was installed in the narthex and the front
doors and long room doors hinges were reinforced.
Computers were maintained and upgraded. All three now
are compatible.
