Chasing the Wild Goose

The scene in “THE HELP” that touched me most
was when Aibileen , the African American maid,

has little toddler Mae Mobley repeat after her: I is kind,
I is smart, I is important. As Aibileen speaks these
words to her “baby girl” she is affirming them in
herself. For as we read the book or watched the movie
we realize with her that Aibileen also must remind
herself, in the 1960s culture, that she is also kind, smart
and important. I hold and am haunted by these words
as we enter September.

In a few days we will mark the 10th
anniversary of the terrorist attacks on the World Trade
Center, the Pentagon and the crash of the Flight 93
diverted from the Capital to a field in Pennsylvania.
That collective events we just remember as 9/11.

There have been other days that stick in our collective
memory - days we will remember where we were:
December 7, 1941, November 22, 1963; July 20, 1969;
January 28, 1986, April 20, 1999. Depending on your
generation you will remember Pearl Harbor, John
Kennedy’s assassination, Armstrong stepping onto the
Moon the Challenger explosion; Columbine. Ten years
ago we added Tuesday, September 11, 2001 to the list.

A lot has happened in ten years. Our kids have
grown up and some have had children of their own.

We have graduated, married, and babies have been
born. We have witnessed wars and the collapse of
trusted financial institutions. We have learned to
Facebook our friends and Google for information.
Some of us old timers are learning to text! Many have
delayed retirement, lost and found jobs, bought and lost
homes. It has been a decade that has been hard on us -
not just having to practically strip to our skivvies to get
on a plane - but life has seemed fragile. Loved ones
have died - we find ourselves ten years older with some
new aches and pains to prove it. Many of us simply feel
fragile.

Yet the church continues on! We have gone
through another active summer - with great delights!
Vacation Bible School was a blast thanks to Sharon
Hinton and her great crew; we saw many kids off to
Church Camp; the Trustees and the Greening Group
were hard at work updating and upgrading our
buildings, garden angels were out caring for creation
by pulling weeds, cleaning out bushes, planting,
watering and tending. We have hiked and walked
together - worshipped and feasted with one another.
Financial changes have meant an important move to a
new bank done with grace and grit by Julleen Snyder.

Youth and adults have been joyfully busy serving in
the name of Christ. We are coming into September in
exciting, up to date ways. And then there are our
babies. I am amazed at the babies we have baptized
recently - Natalie, Keagen, Jack, Lucas, Eli! They
bring us hope, laughter and babbling! It has been a
busy time with amazingly hard working, strong church
members yet the word fragile still comes to mind.

These two words are in my heart and on my
mind - Fragile & Kind. We must learn to be so very
kind. It is very easy to blurt out the unkind word. I
myself work on kinder thoughts towards other drivers -
hoping they give me the same courtesy. But in our post
9/11 world we as the church must learn to truly be
kind. We don’t really know each others needs, each
others struggles so we like May Mobley must learn to
be kind. For our world is fragile. Everyone has their
own personal 9/11s - where at 8:45 a.m. the world was
as they knew it, at 8:46 all had changed. As terrorists
changed our world - so we too can change our world
with kindness - treating each other with care, concern
and community. Part of that is really getting to know
each other - become a safe place for each others 9/11s.
It can change our culture - starting with the church.
Remember friends we is smart, we is important, we is
kind.

May Fairwood Community UMC be a place
where we can bring our fragile lives and be surrounded
by the healing and strength of kindness and care.

New Video Series on Holy Land History
to Start September 11th

On September 11, the Adult Sunday Morning Class
will begin a 36 week video lecture series on holy land
history entitled “Holy Land Revealed”. The lecturer is
Dr. Jodi Magness, Distinguished Professor for Early
Judaism Teaching, Dept. of Religious Studies, U. of
North Carolina.

What is a Lay Leader?

[ Earlier this summer, when Pastor Joyce stopped me after church to say she had identified a 'new
special job' for me to consider filling here at Fairwood, two things flashed across my mind. One
was: "whatever it is | can't fit in on my calendar now or later." The second reaction was,
admittedly, one of curiosity. | was, after all, ready to try something different, even though | had
finally adjusted to the usher job at the 10:30 a.m. service, after two years of trying (with mixed
results) to emulate my accomplished predecessor, Mas Yamamoto.

Pastor Joyce said my name had come up when the LSD [Leadership Selection and Development] committee
was considering a successor for Alan Jacobsen, whose term was ending this summer. Like many of us
churchgoers here at Fairwood, | said "Yes" before | had much of an idea what | was committing to. Research
into the role was now called for, as | already had committed to the job.

| wanted to share my understanding of my new role as Lay Leader at Fairwood UMC with the congregation, in
the additional hope of eliciting your thoughts about my role as we move forward. In accordance with the
United Methodist General Board of Discipleship (see Lay Leader job description at www.gbod.org), a good lay
leader must be willing and able to listen well, and communicate with people of all ages. Also, he or she must
demonstrate an ability to work well with both clergy and laity. Lay leaders are expected to "keep a broad view
of the separate parts of the congregation and help align the entire ministry toward the mission of the

church" (translation: Rod, you're going to be attending a lot of committee meetings at church).

Lastly--and just as importantly--the lay leader should serve as a role model of Christian discipleship for the
church, while collaborating with other church leaders to find ways to recognize the ministries of laity in
worship, in communication, and in various programs within the congregation. | think everyone sometimes
wonders about their spiritual leadership abilities. | know | have. Pastor Joyce assures me she is confident in
mine, so I'll just go with her judgment and pray for the best.

With all of that said, it seems to me that the basic idea here is for the lay leader to stay connected with the
pastor and the laity (you, the congregation). To achieve this connectivity | invite your prayers and input, in the
ways you best see fit to provide them. See you at church.
